	· There is a three-tier inspection regime in place including a daily inspection by the Caretaker, an Operational inspection every term by a competent person (trained staff member or RPII inspector) and an annual inspection carried out by an independent RPII inspector.
· All inspections are recorded and retained.

	Pupils and employees. 

Children play inappropriately or overload the equipment, which could result in falls, cuts, grazes etc.
	· Adequate supervision is provided, taking into account any pupils with special needs / behavioural problems / requiring additional assistance, etc.

	Hazardous weather
