The children have had a visit from Chrissy Marshall from ‘Sensible Pencil’ where the children learned how to draw cartoons and caricatures.

They studied his use of bold colours, black outlines and ‘ben day dots’.  After this, they created their very own ‘Pop Art’ design using their names and using his techniques.
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During PE lessons, the children have been busy creating their own ‘Superhero v. Supervillains’ dance.  They have been using their imaginations to work together to develop a sequence of movements in time to music.

As part of our Design Technology work, the children are going to design, make and evaluate their own superhero capes.  Therefore, they will be designing and sewing their own superhero capes, using a running stitch and learning how to chain stitch.
