Anime & Manga Style Art Sessions – Beginning Thursday, 1st May 2025 
 
We are pleased to be able to offer all pupils the chance to participate in Anime & Manga style art sessions which will 
take place in school on Thursday nights after school.  
 
The sessions will commence on Thursday, 1st May 2025 and will continue until Thursday, 10th July 2025 between 
3.25pm - 4.25pm. Please ensure your child is collected promptly.  If your child attends Playden, they will be collected 
by Playden staff. The cost will be £30.00 for the 10 weeks and must be paid for before the sessions commence (any 
missed lessons will not be refunded).  Please refer to our Charging Policy for further details. 
 

• Please note, there will be no Anime & Manga After School Club on Thursday, 29th May 2025, due to it being 
half term. 
 

These sessions will be delivered by one of the teachers in school. In order for there to be a good quality of teaching, 
numbers will be limited so they will be booked on a ‘First come, first served’ basis.  
 
Due to the popularity and demand for the after-school clubs we are limiting places to 1 club per child.  If by 
31st March 2025 we have spaces remaining on any of the clubs, we will open up the places for parents to book 
additional clubs.  We feel this is a fairer approach to all parents when spaces at the after-school clubs are limited. 
 
If more than 1 club is booked, then school will cancel the additional clubs. 
 
You will also notice that the clubs will run for the whole term this time.  This is because the half term between Easter 
and Whitsun is shorter than usual, so to give the children the chance to get the best out of the sessions they will run 
for the whole term. 
 
After school clubs will be available to book on ParentPay from 4.00pm on Monday, 24th March 2025. Please log onto 
your child’s ParentPay account to enable you to give consent and make payment for this activity by 12.00 noon on 
Monday, 31st March 2025.
