Inclusive equipment has been purchased and we now have a wide range of equipment that is used to differentiate in PE lessons and is used specifically in interventions such as FUNFIT.
Subject Lead continually supported and up-skilled. This is working very well as it enables them to continuously pass on further knowledge to wider staff.
Interventions such as FUNFIT are well to improve pupils fine/gross motor skills, with the specific aim of improving academic achievement in handwriting.

Gain the AFPE Mark.
Yes. Being able to successfully monitor participation allows us to target and engage the least active children. We aim to inspire all pupils to lead healthy active life styles and this is an important tool in achieving that.
Yes. Competitive sport is an excellent way of instilling British Values such as respect, tolerance, and fair play at an early age. Using sport to inspire, enthuse and educate children at Abbey to collaborate and compete as part of a team.
Yes. Inclusive equipment is a fantastic way of engaging All pupils in PE and provides a wide variety of ways  to differentiate tasks.
Yes. CPD is crucial to ensuring sustainability. Utilising memberships with YST, NDTA, afPE and Dancedesk are invaluable for providing CPD opportunities.
Yes. Children have the opportunity to 'close the gap' in their development by improving their motor skills. This is having significant impact on their handwriting.
