	Referring – Sending someone or something to a different place or person for help.

Referral -the act of directing someone to a different place or person for information. 
Reference -a mention of something.
Referee -a person who is in charge of a sports game and makes sure that rules are followed.
Preferring – to like, choose or want one thing rather than another. 
Preferred – like or wanted more than anything else. 
Preference -the fact that you like something or someone more than another thing or person.
Transferring – Moving someone or something from one place to another. 
Transference – The process of moving someone or something from one place to another.
	Siege -  the act of surrounding a place by an armed force in order to defeat those defending it.
Niece – A daughter of your brother or sister. 
Grief – great sadness, especially at the death of someone. 
Chief – most important or main. 
Friend – a person who you know well and usually like a lot but who is usually not a member of your family. 
Shriek – a short, loud high cry. 
Believe – to think that something is true, correct or real. 
Achieve – to succeed in finishing something, or reaching an aim, especially after a lot of hard work and effort.  
Convenience – as soon as you like or can, or something being easy. 
Mischievous – behaving in a way that is slightly bad but not intending to cause serious harm or damage. 
	Deceive - to persuade someone that something false is the truth, or to keep the truth hidden from someone for your own advantage. 
Conceive – to invent a plan or idea or to become pregnant. 
Receive – to get or to be given something. 
Perceive – to come to an opinion about something or have a belief about something. 
Ceiling – the inside surface of your room that you see when you look above you. 
Receipt- proving that money has been received.
Protein – substance found in food that is necessary for the body to grow and be strong. 
Caffeine – a chemical found in tea and coffee. 
Seize – to take something quickly and keep hold of it. 
Neither – not either of two things.

	Commit- to promise, give your loyalty, time or money. Or do something illegal or wrong. 
Committee – a small group of people chosen to represent a larger organisation. 
Transmit – to broadcast something or to send out or carry signals or messages using radio, tv etc. 
Submit – to give or offer something for a decision to be made by others. 
Commitment – a promise or a firm decision to do something. 
Emit – to send out a beam, noise, smell or gas. 
Permit – to allow something. 
Intermittent- not happening regularly, stopping and starting repeatedly. 
Omit – to fail to include or do something. 
Unremitting – never stopping, becoming weaker or failing. 
	Interrupt - to stop a person from speaking by saying or doing something. 
Interfere- to involve yourself in a situation where your help is not wanted or helpful. 
Intercept - to stop and catch something before it reaches a particular place. 
Interject – to say something while another person is speaking. 
Intertwine – to twist or be twisted together. 
Interim – temporary and intended to be used until something permanent exists. 
Internal – inside the body. 
Intersperse – to mix one thing in with another in a way that is not regular. 
Interloper – someone who becomes involved in an activity without being asked or given permission. 
Interest – the feeling of wanting to give your attention to something and discover more about.
