Year 4 Visit to The Lunt Roman Fort – 18th, 19th & 20th May 2026 
 
This educational visit is part of the Year 4 topic on the Romans.  The overall aims of the visit are to enhance the work done 
in class and provide children with a ‘hands-on’ experience.  The activities will include a guided tour and workshop focusing 
on Roman home life, food, religion, work and language.   
 
The trips will take place on Monday 18th May 2026 for 4V, Tuesday 19th May 2026 for 4S and Wednesday 20th May 
2026 for 4A. Children will need to be in school at 8.30am, so that we can register them before we leave school. We will 
be returning to school ready to be collected at 4.00pm, but please be patient if we arrive a little later due to traffic.  
 
Children will need to wear a suitable coat and sturdy footwear, as sessions are predominately outdoor activities.   
 
Please remember to send your child in with a packed lunch and drinks and please remember our school is a nut free 
school.  If your child is entitled to free school meals and you still wish to be provided with one on this day, please indicate 
a choice of cheese or ham sandwich in the ‘other’ section on your child’s ParentPay account, as one will not be provided 
automatically.  Please be mindful that if you request a packed lunch on ParentPay you will be charged £2.93, unless your 
child is entitled to free school meals. 

We are asking for a contribution of £27.37 per child towards the cost of this outing which includes admission, workshops, 
transport, insurance and a goody bag (branded notebook and eraser, pen and pencil).  Please refer to our Charging Policy 
for further details.   

Please log onto your child’s ParentPay account to enable you to make payment for this visit and give your consent 
by Wednesday, 15th April 2026.  Please be mindful that the return date will be strictly adhered to, to enable the purchase 
of tickets, organisation of transport, staffing ratios and submission of risk assessments to the local authority.
